Nothing like spring, sun and warmer weather to motivate us to get out and about. Since the beginning of April, things 

have kicked into high gear at the Riding Center. Every weekday evening and Saturday morning is filled with lessons. We 

have a variety of work groups coming to help with the Sensory trail. Even though it is not complete, weôve had some 

riders venture onto the trail and they have loved it! Leslie Bennett has worked so hard on making this trail a reality, and 

weôre thrilled with how itôs being received. 

For the first time in the 11 years Iôve been here we are recruiting for riders. This is possible because we have a solid 

group of younger, sound horses and a large group of committed instructors and volunteers. We even have two individu-

als that are training to become instructors with the hope of taking their first students this fall. Itôs exciting to be able to 

reach out to even more members of our community and offer them the fun of being around horses. This year we estimate 

we will serve almost 80 riders, well on our way to reaching our goal of 100 participants per year. 

While we donôt have the official results, based on the attendance that day, Chicken Nô Stuff  was a great success. We 

owe so much to the Chambersburg Rotary, Knights of Columbus and Masonic Lodge for the 

huge effort they put forth on our behalf. Thanks also to Tai Barrett, the volunteer at FCTRC who 

sold the most tickets!

Stephanieôs Story 
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Manito Inc. and FCTRC Update 

In our previous newsletter, we shared with you that FCTRC has been working with Manito, Inc., an organization provid-

ing alternative education and behavior health programs, on a monthly basis with a group of their students.  This has 

evolved into students from Manito coming to the barn on a weekly basis. 

Every week when the students come to the barn, they work with Patience Groomes and Chuck McClanahan to help with 

maintenance and upkeep around the barn. These students willingly weed, clear brush out of pastures, muck manure out 

of sheds, climb ladders to sweep cobwebs out of the barn, fill ground hog holes in the pastures, work on the sensory trail, 

and even clean the bathroom!  

After putting in a couple hours of hard work, the group of students have the opportunity to interact with the horses under 

supervision and guidance from Patience and Chuck. We choose groundwork activities that help them think through prob-

lems, encourage teamwork, and help to build trust.  

An example of a recent activity we did with these students was ñLife Obsta-

clesò. We had the students divide into two teams, and they each had to build 5 

obstacles. They named these obstacles after things they were dealing with in 

their lives, and then had to figure out how to lead their horses through the obsta-

cles. The horses often reflected emotions the students are feeling, and the stu-

dents can see themselves mirrored in the horsesô actions. After the activity, the 

students related how the horses went about getting through or avoiding the obstacles to ways they deal with problems 

and discussed options of dealing with obstacles in their own lives. 

 

There are now over 15 students coming from Manito, and some of them have even asked if they can continue to come do 

volunteer work once school is out. We look forward to continued growth of this opportunity for students in alternative 

education settings to participate in our program!
